« AIRA has analyzed data from six jurisdictions
« Over 690,000 patients, 10,190,000 vaccinations, 3,600 providers

« Some insights into the overall data quality:
« Average 14 vaccinations per patient
« About 85% of records have both race and ethnicity populated
« Mothers' maiden name included on 75% of records
 Phone number on 80% of records, while email only on 16%
* 91% of records have a lot number and 93% have vaccine eligibility code
* 81% of patient's records enter IIS within 30 days of birth
« 79% of vaccinations reported to IS within a day of administration
